Today we begin to reflect on the Sac-
rament of the Holy Eucharist. The 

meals Jesus shared with sinners, and 
outcasts add to the significance of his farewell meal with his 

apostles. During this Last Supper, Jesus spelled out how the 
Father’s forgiveness and the New Covenant, the promise of 

eternal life in Christ, would come about. He spelled it out by 
word, saying, “This is my body…. This is my blood of the 

covenant” (Mark 14:22, 24). He spelled it out in action 
through the sharing of bread and wine. He also spoke of the 

price to be paid for the new covenant to take place. This 
meal was a powerful message for the apostles. If they truly 
heeded his words and actions, if they lived up to what this 

meal required of them, they, like Jesus, should be ready, if 
necessary, to lay down their lives for others - as Jesus would 

do. “While they were eating, Jesus took bread, said the 
blessing, broke it, and giving it to his disciples, said, “Take 

and eat; this is my body.” Then he took a cup, gave thanks, 
and gave it to them, saying, “Drink from it, all of you, for 

this is my blood of the covenant, which will be shed on be-
half of many for the forgiveness of sins.” (Matthew 26:26-

28) We will continue to reflect and meditate on the Sacra-
ment of the Holy Eucharist over the course of the next sever-

al weeks. Have a happy and blessed week everyone.
